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In September 2020, all our classes returned to full-time education following the Covid 19 closure in March. Although we hope that the
majority of our children will now have an uninterrupted experience, there is the possibility that an individual child, a class bubble, or
indeed the whole school, will need to self-isolate for a period of time.

Should a child have to self-isolate due to coronavirus, be this independently or as part of a whole class bubble, they can continue their
learning remotely. This learning will be the same as what they would have done in school and they will receive regular communication
and feedback from their class teachers regardless of whether they are absent from school for a couple of days or a couple of weeks.
We are confident the measures we have put in place to facilitate remote learning will massively reduce the disruption upon children's
learning if they cannot attend school and would invite you to read through and watch the materials within this section of the website
to understand how remote learning will work for your child.

Children will be expected to spend a similar amount of time completing this work as they would spend learning in school.

This plan will be reviewed on a regular basis and changes will be made if necessary, based on the level on engagement with the current
systems.

Possible Scenarios

Scenario 1 — Child waiting for test results — accessing ‘work packs’ from school website. These can be downloaded or printed from
home.

Scenario 2 — Individual children self- isolating for 10-14 days — Purple Mash Blog written by the teacher including links to external sites
and work on Purple Mash — work reflecting that which the rest of the class are doing in school.

Scenario 3 — Whole class bubble closure — live teaching 1 hour per day English/ Maths using Microsoft Teams, additional work set
through Purple Mash blog using Oak Academy, Bitesize etc. Support staff to be contacting families whose children are not engaging
and discuss barriers to engagement.

Scenario 4 — Teacher is well but self- isolating & the class is still in —teacher to plan/ resource from home and communicate daily with
cover supervisors and class.

Scenario 5 — Teacher is self-isolating and unwell - paired year group partner to co-ordinate planning (to be given time whenever
possible) and cover supervisors to teach.




Provision Overview (Scenario 2 & 3)

If a child is self-isolating for up to 2 weeks: Upload work/ links onto the blogs section of Purple Mash. In the event of a bubble closure
or whole school closure work/links will be on the Blogs in Purple Mash along with 1 hour of live streamed teaching per day through
Microsoft Teams.

The ‘teaching content’ will be provided to children through age appropriate video content on the DfE published list of educational
resources site; Oak National Academy website. This provides the equivalent of 3 hours of lessons per day for primary school children.
In their ‘classroom’ each lesson is an hour-long. They’re delivered by a teacher, with a pre-recorded video as well as quizzes,
worksheets and creative activities. It’s all easy to use, there’s no login or password, and you can access the lessons on any device-
pupils only need materials they can find at home.

Providing feedback

Pupils should send any completed work to teachers via Purple Mash — wherever possible — or e-mail the teacher on their KBA email
address. Alternatively, work that children complete on paper should be kept safe and returned to school when safe to do so. In live
lessons children can use the hands up function and chat facility to gain feedback.

Pupils may also be contacted by the Pastoral Team, class teachers or teaching assistants on a weekly basis and support offered as
necessary.
